Magritte, Kandinsky, Mondrian, and Pollock

History department. Myzelev is an author of Architecture, Design and Craft in 
Toronto 1900-1940 and a co-editor of Material Cultures, 1740–1920: The 
Meanings and Pleasures of Collecting and Furniture, Interior Design, and 
Contours of Modern Identity.
